
 Did You Know? 

There’s a good chance that somewhere in the world, 

there are people who are able to truthfully claim they 

were born on February 30.  No, that’s not a typo. How 

can this be possible?  In October of 1929, the Soviet 

Union officially adopted a different calendar system 

which comprised of 30-day months, with 5 official 

state holidays added to round out the year.  That 

means for two years in the U.S.S.R., there really were 

thirty days in February.  However, this new system soon 

proved to be very unpopular with the public, and in 

December of 1931 the Soviet government officially  
reverted back to the familiar calendar system where 

February does not have more than 29 days.

review. This “smart program” can connect 
you to a librarian you have had good   

sessions with in the past. If your question is 
not urgent, you can email our library staff 

via a web form and we will respond within
